Tabaruzaka was the largest battleground of the Seinan Civil
War and witnessed the dawning of modern Japan.

Despite being the location of a battle which lasted 17 days
and nights between the 4th and the 20th of March 1877, today
Tabaruzaka Park has a peaceful atmosphere, and is cherished
for its cherry blossoms and rhododendrons.

Tabaruzaka Park and Tabaruzaka Hill Road are nationally
designated historical sites, with a stone monument, memorial
tower and the (reconstructed) remains of a bullet-ridden house
which silently speak of the battles of old.

This museum is an historical educational facility which illus-
trates the dawning of modern Japan by displaying materials
that explain the circumstances, background and series of
events leading up to the country’s last civil war, the Seinan
Civil War.

Through this exhibit we hope to bring you back to the time of
real historical figures, acquaint you with “Hakuaisya”, the pre-
decessor organization to the Japanese Red Cross Society,
and allow you to experience the birth pangs of modern Japan.
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
