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It is said that Lafcadio Hearn's residence, formerly the
main residence of the Akahoshi’s, a samurai family, was
originally built around 1877 right after the Seinan War.
Since its original construction, the house was remo-
deled several times-

It stands today almost exactly as it was when Lafcadio
Hearn lived here.

During the restoration, original building materials and
techniques were used wherever possible.
